ment officers. The plan does not call for firing any officers, but 11 investigators in the southeast wilhéiaeerterrhov
locations within the next two years. There are 22 criminal investigators in the southeast which will be ragpossitg
ble. NOAA law enforcement efforts are performed by about 130 sworn officers nationwide. Without a respeetful
federal and state enforcement agencies the conservation laws of America would be worthless.

SFA is well aware of personnel problems between NOAA and FWC in some parts of the state. This is norméal w
